• Henri Matisse was born on 31st 

December 1869 in France and died in 
1954. He was 84.

• When he was 21, Matisse became very 
ill, and while he was getting better – 
his mum gave him a “How to Paint” 
book and it inspired him forever



• He was a printmaker, and sculptor, but is best known as a 
painter.

• When he was older, he found it hard to stand and paint, so 
he started making collages.

• Collage is where you layer pieces/ shapes of paper 
together. 

• Matisse also started to create large scale cut paper 
collages. He called the technique ‘painting with scissors’
