Throughout Foundation Stage  

children begin to develop key learning skills such as listening, speaking, persistence, co-operation and collaboration, 

creativity and independence. Our children learn these skills through a variety of activities both indoors and outside 

and we are committed to making the children’s experiences both active and purposeful. We match activities closely 

to their stage of development, needs and interests and always allow for the children to develop activities in their 

own way. Our children are also encouraged to develop skills in Reading, Writing and Mathematics. To begin with 

this is very much approached through play,  

with more structured approaches introduced  

when each individual child is ready.

Curriculum

Springdale First School has an innovative, rich and varied 

curriculum making children excited about their learning.

Our curriculum refl ects our understanding that learning is 

interconnected and that all children have different skills and 

abilities. Lessons are carefully planned to build on existing 

knowledge and experiences to make learning relevant to the 

children. They are encouraged to take an active part in their 

learning and do so through a mixture of whole class teaching, 

small group or paired work and independent learning. A well-

stocked library, an ICT suite that accommodates a class of children, 

interactive whiteboards in every classroom and access to tablets 

all help to bring learning alive at Springdale First School.

While many learning opportunities are based within 

the classroom, we recognise the value of learning in 

our outdoor spaces, as well as using the local and wider 

community. We value the experiences children gain from 

external visits and from visitors to our school.

Enrichment

At Springdale we offer our children a lot more than just our 

Curriculum. Our Enrichment opportunities throughout help the 

children develop their interests and abilities, providing valuable 

learning experiences outside the classroom. This in turn 

promotes their independence and social skills. Children have 

the opportunity to learn a wide range of musical instruments 

such as guitar, drums, piano and cello to name but a few. 

Our children also participate in a range of sporting events to 

represent the school. We are proud to have been awarded our 

School Games Gold Award in sports and the Bronze Ocean 

Guardian Accreditation.

Partnerships with Families

We have an ‘open door’ policy at Springdale First 

School and encourage regular and honest conversations 

between staff and families. Each term we hold either a 

parent/teacher meeting or provide a written summary 

of the children’s progress. These also allow time for staff 

to share pupils’ successes, details of how they are being 

supported within school, individualised targets and ideas 

on how parents can aid their child with their learning. 

There are also many other opportunities for families 

to come and celebrate our children’s learning. “Sparkly 

Starters and Fab Finishes” are an integral part of our 

planning and parents are invited into school to celebrate 

the many successful outcomes of learning.

Home Learning

Home learning activities are an important part of our 

home/school partnership and all children are encouraged 

to take part in a variety of homework tasks to enhance 

and support their work in class. All tasks are clearly 

related to current areas of study within the classroom 

or to consolidate prior learning. Homework activities 

will change to meet the needs of the pupils involved and 

activities that might be occurring in class. All homework 

tasks and activities will have a clear purpose and assist 

pupils in the process of their academic development.

Hot School Meals

Hot meals are provided free of charge for all pupils in 

Reception, Year 1 and Year 2 as part of our government’s 

commitment to Universal Free School Meals for infants. 

The vast majority of families at Springdale take up this 

offer of a free hot meal for their children. Years 3 and 

4 can also purchase hot meals for a small fee. However, 

parents are not obligated to do so and some pupils do 

bring a packed lunch. Meals are provided by Forerunner,  

a local provider with an excellent reputation for catering 

in schools and other settings.

Safeguarding

Springdale First School is committed to safeguarding 

and promoting the welfare of all children and expects 

all staff and volunteers to share this commitment. We 

believe that all those who come into contact with children 

and families in their everyday work, including those who 

do not have a specific role in relation to safeguarding 

children, have a duty to safeguard and promote the 

welfare of children.

Keeping children safe is our highest priority and 

incorporates a wide range of responsibilities and duties 

from child protection to health and safety. The school 

takes a proactive stance on e-safety and children 

demonstrate an excellent understanding of how to keep 

safe online.

The designated person for child protection is the 

Headteacher or the Deputy Head, Inclusion Lead or 

Pastoral Lead in their absence. All staff receive child 

protection training annually and any necessary training 

throughout the school year. All staff and regular 

volunteers are also DBS checked.
